Glenn Fenneman voiced his concern with the selling of tobacco and liquor
in the store behind Family Video.

Planning and Preparation for future Flood Events.
Mayor Brunkhorst announced there is a Flood Information Event planned
for Thursday night at the Waverly Public Library from 6:00 — 8:00 P. M.
City Administrator Crayne reviewed the City’s Flood Preparation Notes.
Staff planned for regional flood protection at Kohlmann Park/First Street
NW area, coordination with Waverly Light and Power and Police.
Volunteers would register at the Library and bag fill stations would be at
First Avenue & First Street Parking Lot, St Paul School and Church
parking lots. Library staff and County Emergency Management would
facilitate volunteer assignments. The Public Information Officer
Sarah Meyer-Reyerson would be providing flood information to the media.
If river level tracking with National Weather Service predictions were
above 12’ or 13’, then the preparation plans would be implemented. Line
Maintenance staff was lined up for storm sewer issues. The plans
included:

e Sand piles and bags for private protection at SE School,

Fairgrounds, Public Services




e SE Regional barriers (HESCO) at 7" Ave. SE, and sandbag
barriers at 4™ St. and 3" St.

The Code Red warning went out on Saturday morning. Police Chief
Pursell informed Council that the phone number will be the same for all
code red calls and the Police Department will publicize the phone number
866-419-5000 so people will recognize it on their caller ID. Police Chief
Pursell stated that the alert tells the department what calls were not
answered and the Chief sent the officers out to the endangered area on
Saturday where Code Red contact was not made. If the river tracking
predictions are projected to go above 12’ or 13’ and go to moderate or
major flood levels then flood preparation would begin. City Engineer
Cherry stated that with the boards were not on the dam this time.

Waverly Health Center is the only hospital that has received
Vision lowa funding because the Tendrils Rooftop Garden would be
available to the community. There has been no policy change as far as the
use and the purpose of the Rooftop Garden and Community Arts Pavilion.
The reason Waverly Health Center applied for said funding is because it is
interested in making people aware of the Tendrils Rooftop Garden and
Community Arts Pavilion. There have been 391 events and 62 of those
were rentals. The Pavilion accommodates 120 people and has no liquor
license and no catering. The Vision lowa Board wants to promote
programs they have previously funded that provide tourism and economic
development benefit. The Waverly Health Center received the notice of
award in January and began advertising. Said advertising is consistent
with the original CAT grant usage.
