D. STUDY SESSION.

Project Update for the Waverly Dam Reconstruction Project.

Mike Flattery introduced Rob Eckman, with Obermeyer Hydro, Andrew
Judd and Bill Holman with Stanley Consultants. Bill Holman stated that
Stanley is almost completed with the data end of the project. Anchors will
be put in the bedrock to hold the dam and make it a stable structure.
Stanley will have contract documents ready by spring 2010 for bidding and
to begin construction at the end of the summer. Construction should be
completed in the winter of next year. Rob Eckman of Obermeyer Hydro
informed Council that their company began in 1987 in the hydro-electric
businesses and branched into flood control projects. Mr. Eckman stated
Obermeyer installed a gate on Saylorville Dam in 1993 in Des Moines and
is working on a project in Waterloo. The rubber product has a 35 year
design life. The first generation air bladders were replaced in 2001 after 14
to 15 years. There have been two or three design changes to get up to

a 30 to 35 year design-life expectancy. The standard warranty is 5 years
and the City could purchase an extended warranty. Obermeyer could
integrate their controls within the owner’s controls. Saylorville Dam has not
had maintenance problems. It would probably take a day to get someone
from Obermeyer to come if there was a problem with the new dam in
Waverly. Mr. Eckman reviewed pictures of air bladders and Obermeyer
gates. Projects are done in one of two ways either the contractor will
purchase from Obermeyer or the buyer will purchase directly. The gates
holds up to trash, debris, sediment and ice load very well. Obermeyer can
enhance operational characteristics. The gate panels are carbon steel and
epoxy coated or galvanized. The air bladders are reinforced with polyester
bias ply fabric and the outer cover is Expro. The bladders that Obermeyer
uses are the best UV ozone inhibitors that they can find so they hold up to




weather. Obermeyer is a fully-integrated engineering firm and is engineer
driven. The air compressor room includes redundant air compressors that
dry the air so there is no ice in the pipes. All control work is done by
Obermeyer. If there are any holes in the dam they can be repaired with a
tubeless tire plug. If the City wants to maintain a certain upstream pool
level the gates would adjust automatically. Mr. Flattery stated that Stanley
will be looking at options to get flexibility on the ultimate height in the
summer for recreation and have wintertime operations. Some options will
be constrained by what the regulatory conditions are going to be. The
DNR is sensitive to changing the elevation of the pool for fish and wildlife
preservation. Mr. Flattery informed Council that it is a matter of
transitioning how much and the amount of time so that habitat can adjust.
Mr. Eckman stated that 80% of the Obermeyer gates do some type of
flood mitigation. The control system is measuring upstream water all the
time. As the water elevation increases in the channel the gate will collapse
to maintain the same water elevation. Obermeyer will make sure that the
gate can go down quick enough to pass heavy flow. A typical control
system will have an automatic portion, a manual electrical portion and the
operator can use a ball value to deflate the bladder. If there was no power
the City can bring in a portable diesel air compressor and raise the
bladder up. Obermeyer will come out and do a 1 or 2 day training session
with staff and in about a year do a refresher course. The yearly inspection
and maintenance includes the mechanical equipment, two air
compressors and dryer. Mr. Flattery stated that the City has applied for a
permit and received a permit subject to the historic significance. As soon
as Stanley get documents to show the design, the City will then have
discussions with the DNR and get approval. If rainfall events occur the
bladder will be modulating itself down so you don’t see a quick deflation of
the dam. The dam can deflate within an hour or less from full inflation to
complete deflation. When the dam is deflated there will be sediment
transportation downstream. During construction there will be a cofferdam
to wall in the construction zone. Obermeyer needs 20 weeks from start to
finish for the project. The present flood gates create an obstruction in the
river but there is still discussion on whether to remove the flood gates or
make an improvement. The air bladder has no seams. Waterloo is
constructing a rubber dam and is very happy with Obermeyer and the
engineers.
