Does dystopic near-future fiction pique
your interest? Cyberpunk is a genre that began in
the late “70s with authors like William Gibson and
Bruce Sterling. The focus of the genre was often
on how the authors imagined the near future to
look with the advent of a global internet and new
computer technology. If you have seen “The
Matrix,” then you are familiar with cyberpunk.

Cyberpunk stories depict the world as a
violent and wickedly decadent place without hope
or redemption and resemble hard-boiled detective
noir. The writing is poetic and places emphasis on
style over substance.

As a great intro to the genre, try William
Gibson’s novel, “Neuromancer” or his short story
collection, “Burning Chrome.” We have both of
these here at the library along with the following:
